1. This went well with these students this spring semester.  We will be adding an action research component next year in the context of the InTASC standards, 1-10.  Students will choose research question and seat it in one of the standards.



Notes:  This is only a spring course due to it being a corequisite with our methods courses which are only offered in the spring due to enrollment.  Just like EDSC 313, this is the first assessment that I have done for this course and I’m so glad that I did it in tandem since the outcomes are the same for these practicum experiences.  For the last couple of years, one of our part-time instructors has done this course in conjunction with EDSC 313 due to my overload being too high.  Due to my absence, I wasn’t that familiar with the content or assessment of outcomes.   What I’ve noticed and noted in the action plans is that there was a slight disconnect with what we are trying to emphasize in our program and what students were actually being evaluated on in the course.  MAJOR REVISION for 22-23: We will be switching to an action research model.  Students will most likely be presenting research for their action research project or developing their research question.
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
