Scholarship:  Pat Loper reported that Norbel Uribe and Carmen Matlock were the classified staff scholarship winners for this year.
President’s Council:  Delores Whittaker reported that at the last President’s Council meeting, Delores noticed there were errors in our section of the minutes and Mardell will change those errors. Paulette Baytola gave a report from SGA on the increased involvement in all of the events on campus.  The Senators have chosen to hold smaller events to keep the participation up.
