Regarding: Changes to the AAS Science General Education Requirements 

Several of the AAS degree programs, such as Emergency Medical Services, among others, are facing challenges to keep program and required general education credits under the 60 credit mark.   The Science Department proposes adopting the Nevada Board of Regents decision, to reduce the number of general education credits in the Associates of Applied Science from six credits to three credits.  

Currently, the approved list of AAS general education science courses includes two groups:

The Science Department proposes to reduce the number of general education science credits in the AAS to three credits by removing several courses in Group 1 (BIOL 223, 224, 251) and removing all courses listed in Group 2.  These courses need to be removed from the general education grid due to one of the following reasons:

1)  ‘B’ courses are not transferrable; 

2) the course(s) doesn’t contain sufficient background material in subjects like chemistry; and,

3) all Science General Education courses should include: The Scientific Method, using theory to predict outcomes, and using mathematical models to predict outcomes. 

Therefore, we propose the following new list be the only courses in the AAS Science general education  box:
