II. Call to order:  Action
Chair Negrete called the regular meeting of Faculty Senate to order at 1:16 p.m. on
December 9, 2011.

 A motion was made and seconded to approve Faculty Senate Minutes from the 

November 18, 2011 meeting.  There were 7 proxies recorded.  The motion passed unanimously. 

IV. senate chair report:  Information
Board of Regents meeting information.  The Board of Regents met last week and Chair Negrete reported that the 8% fee increase for students passed. Chair Negrete has sent information out to faculty regarding what this means. For teaching faculty, they will receive one additional teaching faculty.  Department Chairs has prioritized that position and it will be filled in the science department. Chair Negrete encouraged the Senate to give her feed back regarding the increase.  There is also additional student support from the increase.  The Fire Science Academy was voted to be closed.  Benefits were on the agenda, as well.  Chair Negrete has forwarded information to the faculty regarding what is happening in the PEBP task force.  One other item on the agenda was the resolution for the ACT exam, which would require high schools to administer the exam to high school juniors, which would take the place of proficiency exams.  Higher education is encouraging high schools to give the ACT exam during the junior year so that the student would have a chance to remediate during their senior year, to prepare for college.  This could also help students that receive high test scores but may not have thought about going to college, to see that they could attend college.  President Mahlberg has also sent out a summary of the information from the meeting.
