GBC Interior Paint Color Policy:
General: It is the intent of the Budget and Facilities Committee to offer Great Basin College Administration, Faculty and Staff a selection of paint colors which will ensure an aesthetically pleasing and functional atmosphere for classrooms, class labs, conference rooms, and other public spaces and offices which are compatible with Great Basin College aesthetics and adjacent colors.

1) The Buildings and Grounds Manager and/or Facility Officer will suggest a selection of up to six colors from a professionally coordinated palette to be reviewed and approved by the Budget and Facilities Committee for use throughout GBC’s campuses.

2) Public areas including classrooms, class labs, lobbies, meeting rooms:  Paint colors may be selected by the department primarily using the space, subject to Administration approval, from the approved color palette.  Colors for public areas not affiliated with a specific department will be selected by Buildings and Grounds and/or the facilities manager.  The sheen for all wall paints shall be semi-gloss unless noted otherwise below, for durability and maintenance.
3)  Office spaces:  Faculty and staff who occupy an assigned office space may choose their color from the pre-selected professional paint palette and the paint shall be at least an eggshell or higher sheen.  Offices that are currently occupied may be painted once every five years and will be considered work order Priority 4.  This includes accent walls.  Offices that are un-occupied or that are being prepared to be occupied will receive work order Priority 1, and the new occupant will be invited to choose their color from the pre-approved pallet providing that staff time and scheduling permit.  The Dept. Chair will be asked to choose an office color for new faculty not yet on site when time is of the essence.  
4) IAV Rooms - Paint colors selected for use in IAV rooms require additional approval of the IAV Coordinator for compatibility with IAV video and display equipment.  The sheen shall be egg shell or higher for durability.
