III. Approval of minutes – Action

Susanne Bentley presented the request to change Step 4 in the grade appeal process. 
Background: Step 4 has historically gone to the VPAA, and that position will be vacant at GBC. The committee reviewed a proposal to change the language of Step 4 to move the final decision (Step 4) to the appropriate dean.
Proposed Change: Step Four: If the issue is still unresolved to the satisfaction of either party, a written request of review must be lodged with the appropriate academic Dean within three calendar days of issuance of the Academic Standards Committee’s recommendations. The Dean will, after reviewing the documentation of the previous three steps, issue a written decision which will be the final determination.
John Rice moved to approve, Brandy Nielsen seconded, no abstentions, all in favor, motion passes.

At the last faculty senate there was a change to add the wording form the merit policy to the evaluation policy. The committee had a long discussion and do not feel that that wording should not be included in the evaluation policy because it provide s an opportunity ion the evaluation policy for supervisors to raise or lower faculty’s scores. Do not believe that belongs in the evaluation policy. The evaluation policy is to reward excellence and increase performance. The NSHE code provides administrators all sorts of tools to change an outcome. The committee does not feel it is wise to add an additional tool. John feels that the code provides more protection than the statement that has been voted on. John mentioned that administrative faculty is wanting this statement removed as well. John is asking for a motion to return the wording back. 
Motion made by Mike Whitehead to remove statement, seconded by Brandy Nielsen, 3 abstentions, motion passes.
John wanted to clarify one other thing. The attorney suggested to remove several reference to the code and clean up. John asked for a motion to approve.

Motion made by David Freistroffer to remove statement seconded by Brandy Nielsen, 2 abstentions, motion passes.
Motion made to approve policy in entirety. Brandy Nielsen motioned, Mike Whitehead seconded, 1 nay, 2 abstentions, motion passes.
