WHEREAS, Joe Crowley served as a faculty member at the University of Nevada – Reno beginning in 1966; and, 

WHEREAS, he was appointed to serve as President at the institution in 1978; and,

WHEREAS, Joe Crowley led the University of Nevada – Reno for 23 years, the longest serving university president in the history of the Nevada System of Higher Education, and as president presided over unprecedented growth at UNR and in the Nevada System of Higher Education; and, 

WHEREAS, as Joe Crowley’s achievements at the University grew, so did his achievements at the national level where he served as the President of the NCAA and among many things, played a pivotal role in establishing equity among African American and White coaches; and, 
WHEREAS, Joe Crowley helped to establish Nevada Humanities, served on its board and chaired the organization, and found a home for the organization on the UNR campus, assuring support for humanities throughout the state of Nevada; and

WHEREAS, Joe Crowley established himself as a successful poet in his later years and in 2016 published his first book of poetry, Hats Off to the Cap; and, 

WHEREAS, Joe Crowley was a leader who recognized the value of higher education for all Nevadans, and used his position to help other institutions in the state, including Great Basin College; and, 

WHEREAS, Joe Crowley was a person of grace, integrity and commitment to all of human kind; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED by the Great Basin College Faculty Senate, the entire faculty concurring, That the members of the Great Basin College faculty recognize the life and years of public service of President Joe Crowley to the State of Nevada, and acknowledge their appreciation for the contributions he has made to higher education in Nevada, express their sorrow at his death, and extend their condolences to his family and friends.
