I. Senate Chair Report

1. Discussion and possible action on an option, including but not limited to the options presented below, to recommend to the NSHE Chancellor and the Chair of the Board of Regents in regards to the vacancy of the office of President of Great Basin College.

John opened the floor to discuss whether faculty would like an interim or acting president. This recommendation will be given to the Board of Regents. Possible action item. 
Option 1: To conduct a search for a permanent president to be seated on July 1, 2017.
Option 2: To consider an interim or acting president to be seated on July 1, 2017.
Questions & Comment

Glen Tenney asked if anyone looked into financial situation? Cost of both approaches? John replied that the search could cost between 20-50k.

Kevin Hodur asked if the time frames were condensed? John replied that the time given is typical and Mark’s notice gave us ample time to seek a replacement.

Norm Whittaker commented that the Chair of the committee was Regent Melcher (regent). Our new regent does not get sworn in until January. John feels that they will act on it at the final December meeting and Cathy McAdoo would start the first of January. 

Cindy Hyslop motioned for option 1 and to conduct search for permeant president, seated on July 1st, Wendy Charlebois seconded. No abstentions. Motion carries unanimously.

2. Discussion and possible approval of a list of qualities and qualifications for the next President of Great Basin College to recommend to the NSHE Chancellor and Chair of the Board of Regents.

(In packet) Made collectively, Jonathan Foster and John Rice combined suggestions with qualities from the 2012 search and document from last meeting. This is everything that everyone desires. This list is very comprehensive and may take some different form that what it currently is within the search. John drafted a pre-amble and read the statement. 
The Faculty of Great Basin College is committed to supporting its next President in building upon fifty years of academic innovation and student success. The President will motivate and empower the institution in its growth and evolution from a four year comprehensive college to Nevada’s next State College.

John believes this is important to put this statement on the document so the Chair, Chancellor, and Board know how GBC’s faculty feels.
