President Porter reported on the following: 

· He said that this last week, they had a great turnout for the Student Accreditation Forum on Tuesday, and he was able to talk to several of the accreditors afterward. He said that they all had positive comments. He said that they made a comment about how many students attended. He felt like it went well. He said that the Budget Taskforce had a meeting with the accreditors as well on Wednesday. He said that the questions they asked were more about what they are planning on doing, what they had already done, and he was asked about his personal opinion for how the taskforce is doing. He said that they had a Budget Taskforce meeting today before the meeting. They are looking at what open positions throughout the college to leave vacant and what positions should be filled, as well as how much positions should be paid, etc.. Director Anderson said that they are looking at positions that have been vacant for 8 months to 5 years. She said that over the years, various departments have decided not to fill those positions and they are just trying to decide if those positions should be cut permanently, or if they can be funded through an alternative source. President Porter said that it is confusing to him why a committee is making such big decisions, but that there is an air of transparency, so he can tell people. Their next meeting is next week. 

· He said that there is a special Board of Regents meeting today. They are discussing guns on campus again. They are also discussing the student Regent position. He said that he regrets not being able to be in that meeting. He posted a couple of articles about the student Regent position on Facebook. He said that it is coming to fruition instead of just being discussed.

Senator Smith moved to approve President Porter’s request of a cap of $150.00 to purchase prizes, and a cap of $50.00 to purchase food for a Zombie Apocalypse to be held on the Elko Campus on May 2nd, 2013. Senator Saili seconded. 
DISCUSSION: President Porter said that they are asking for a $200 total for snacks and prizes. Prizes will probably come from the bookstore again. It was very successful last time. Motion passes unanimously. 
B. Board of Regents Wall



Information / For Possible Action
SGA Officers discussed an amount of money that will be contributed to the purchasing of frames, plaques, and name plates for the Board of Regents Wall on the Elko Campus.

DISCUSSION: President Porter said that all of the frames that the pictures are in are custom made. There is also a title frame with “Nevada System of Higher Education Board of Regents” on it. The President’s Office purchased them. He said that SGA will be reimbursing them. Total ballpark is around $1,800. He asked if anyone had any ideas or suggestions on how much to give. Senator Powell asked if this had been discussed at previous meetings and what amount was agreed upon then. Senator Smith said 25-30%. President Porter asked what specific percentage. There was agreement on 30%. 

Senator Smith moved to approve SGA’s contribution of 30% of the overall cost to the purchasing of frames, plaques, and name plates for the Board of Regents Wall on the Elko campus. Senator Powell seconded. 
Vice President Duran said that after the project was started, they originally planned for SGA to pay the entirety of the amount. He said that he did a lot of bargaining to bring the price as low as possible. He said that though Elko’s budget is low, he believes that they need to contribute more than 30%. He said that the intention of the project was to prove that students care about who the Board of Regents are. He said that as SGA, it would make a good impression to pay more. Senator Powell said 60%. Vice President Duran said that he would suggest paying at least half. President Dr. Curtis applauded SGA for taking on the project, but that this was not a necessary project. Vice President Duran said that 50% wouldn’t cripple the budget. He said that they should pay 50%. There are corrections that need to be made for some of the names, and that will be included in the overall amount. This amount would be 50% of the entire cost, after corrections and everything else. Vice President Duran said that he will get a quote on the name plates. He asked if they should contribute 55% to have a greater claim on the wall because it was headed by students. A friendly amendment to the motion was offered and Senator Smith accepted. The motion is now, “Senator Smith moved to approve SGA’s contribution of 55% of the overall cost to the purchasing of frames, plaques, and name plates for the Board of Regents Wall on the Elko campus.” Senator Drain abstained. Motion passes. 
XIV. Public Comment







Information

· Circulation Manager Matt Galli said that they are running their zombie event again. He said that it will be happening on May 2nd, at 7:00 PM. The event is open to all campuses. He said that SGA has been great and is going to help out again with food and prizes. He said that if anyone wanted or needed fliers to let him know. Senator Poulsen said that she will try to get students to come, but it will depend on the budget. If not, she will try to come. Senator Powell said that he and Danielle will be there. 
· President Porter said that regarding elections, campaigning is occurring. They are putting up fliers that they have received on the Elko campus. The elections class will go live on Monday at 8:00 AM. Candidates will lose teacher privileges and will be enrolled as students. His email to faculty is being proofed and then will be sent out. The elections will be posted on the Webcampus homepage for all students to see. Vice President Duran has made generic fliers for the campuses to let students know that voting is online. He has contacted all Center Directors to discuss voting. He said that because this is the last meeting before elections, he wants to make the goal around 800 voting students. He said that they need to get the vote out. Senator Poulsen said that she will tell all of the students she sees. Director Anderson said that 60% of students are online. President Porter said that it would be a good idea to contact students in online classes that Officers are in to let students know online voting is happening. 
· Senator Drain said that her child participated in the career fair on the Elko campus and loved it. She said good job. They were thrilled with how they were treated and everything that they saw. She asked if there was a way that they would take a part of their budget and put it toward the frames. President Porter said that the Elko budget would be able to cover it. 

· President Porter said that they had the Career and Program Fair on Wednesday. There were over 200 students from Battle Mountain, Wells, Owyhee, Jackpot, West Wendover, Elko, Ely, and Lund. He said that it was a very busy day. The SGA Officers that were available got to help with tours and presentations. He feels like the students took a lot back with them. He said that it was a lot of fun in general.
