Overall, CMI 492 appears to be a successful course.  This project based course allows for numerous assignments to meet objectives.  However, there are some areas improvements will be made.  

1. The final project appears to meet the requirements a capstone course should.  One way this may be improved, however, is by finding a more public way for students to present their final project presentation.  This would be a good professional experience for students, and would allow others a glimpse into our profession and what these students are prepared for.

2. Ethical considerations are included in this course, but it would be beneficial to find more ways to weave ethics into all assignments.  Each assignment will be reviewed for opportunities to emphasize ethical considerations, including possibly a debate assignment.

3. Outcome 3 evaluates student understanding of continuing education.  This is a major focus in CMI 488 and is more difficult to measure in this course, so this outcome will be removed for upcoming offerings.

4. Outcome 4 is currently measured with the final project/portfolio submission.  This measurement may not be the most effective tool for assessment.  In future offerings, new measurement tools will be evaluated.
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
