This semester had many highlights and successes for the 315 practicum students.  We engaged in a book study of Teach Like a Pirate. For the second year in a row, the students were motivated by the many “hooks” and ways to engage students in the classroom.  Students used the lesson hooks in their lesson plans.  They dressed up, incorporated a variety of movement and manipulative strategies/activities, used music to set the tone of lessons, incorporated food, and took students into a variety of settings besides the regular to engage students in learning.  We also pulled a chapter from our book Conscious Classroom Management to study as a lead into the importance of creating engaging lesson in the classroom.  Both pieces of book study gave our practicum students hands on ways to increase student engagement in the classroom.  Feedback from a majority of the students was that this was the most helpful and useful set of texts they used all semester and they can’t wait to continue using the strategies in their future classrooms.  I wasn’t able to get a guest speaker in this semester and I felt that the students missed out on this part that students last spring experienced.  I need to contact Dave Burgess again to see if we can get a 15- minute ZOOM session for the spring again.  I also want to find other ways to incorporate guest speakers into our practicum courses, so our GBC students hear more ideas to use in their classroom lessons.   
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
