Action Plan:  Include more opportunities for reflection and connection on this outcome and the annotated bibliographies within each genre.  The students say they feel repetitive, so I need to find a way to connect the bibliographies to the students reflecting on the importance of creative human expression.  This could also be adjusting the annotated bibliographies into different types of formative assessment on this object so the can score into the 90% range with their final essay question.  Edit and refresh midterm and final exam questions with new graphics and questions related to course content since these exams are 4 years old.

Action Plan:  Take Windows, Mirrors, and Sliding Glass Doors essay and divide it into three smaller essay questions to help the students focus.  Discuss this outcome and final essay question in a live ZOOM meeting leading up to the final essay.




Notes:
This 3-credit class is an English course taken by mostly Elementary Education majors, English majors, and dual credit students.  It is intended to highlight the general education outcomes, the history of children’s literature and a variety of genres related to children’s literature.  For next fall, plan a more regular set of optional ZOOM meetings to discuss the content of the books the students are reading.  Look at differentiating the annotated bibliographies within each genre.  Is it possible to let students either discuss and share during an optional ZOOM meeting on the texts in each module or write the annotated bibliography?  Consistent course feedback for the last couple of years has students asking for more of the live meetings.  
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
