This percentage increased by 2% from Fall 2020. (I believe this increased resulted from adding Easter Eggs in Powerpoints to encourage students to study the notes more frequently. 
2. Action Plan: Encourage students to watch and take notes on lectures to be more successful on proctored quizzes.  



Notes:

To encourage students to watch lectures and contact me with questions, I’ve embedded Easter eggs (hints about quizzes and small extra credit opportunities) into my ENV 100 lectures. This technique seems to help students engage with the material while also adding a bit of educational FUN into the mix. I’m considering adding more of my own essay questions and questions related to figures to ENV 100 quizzes to reduce the opportunity for cheating. I will continue to closely monitor LockdownBrowser and Respondus Monitor, particularly at the beginning of each semester and immediately send students with suspicious activity emails acknowledging their red flags. Proactively attending to this red flags will allow students to understand I take academic honesty seriously and let them know I am monitoring their activity. 
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
