The assessment above indicates that this course was successful at achieving all of the outcomes for this General Education course overall.  I developed this course to be delivered online in asynchronous format for the Fall 2022 semester at Great Basin College.  As I designed my course for the 2023-2024 academic year, I reflected upon my assessment from last year, and continued to integrate my assessment measures and Gen Ed outcomes, so assessment measures and outcomes are clearly linked in the course syllabus.  This transparency allowed for students to understand how particular outcomes were tied to particular assignments.  This also resulted in a data-driven assessment, one that links specific assignments to specific outcomes.  This is very important because Art 160 is a General Education course, and outcomes and measurements should be clearly linked.  

On the whole, as visible from the data presented above, the course assessed above was highly successful in that the student achievement of all General Education outcomes were clearly demonstrated through separate assignments and components of the course.  As indicated above, I will maintain the practices I have established in this course, mainly of writing clear directions, specifying clear expectations, and providing feedback to students.
