Notes:

Brian and I have met this semester to revise the rubric language.  Some of the verbiage is outdated for the current classroom practices and instructional strategies that we have taught over the last couple of years.  E.g. Global planning vs a Curriculum map, etc.
We will Add IPT grant at $10,000 a student teaching semester to get students money for help support those that would like to traditionally student teach and might not be about to afford that route.   

Continue observing in person, via video and via ZOOM to support ST all over the state.
Add videos in 315 to give information about student teaching that students can refer back to as needed.  Students are reading about InTASC standards and creating a reflection video about all 10 InTASC standards to be more prepared for how they will be evaluated in student teaching.
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
