Notes:
19 students took the course this past Fall, 12 in the Spring, and 28 this past summer.  This continues to be an online course due to the nature of the students who take the course: pre-service teachers, teachers, administrators, counselors, nurses, and even superintendents who have to remove the provision on their licenses.  Each sector of students brings a unique perspective to the course that enhances the experience for our, traditional pre-service teachers in the course.
Overall, there have been increases in average scores for each of the above assessments with a few exceptions that have noted improvement plans.  Only one assessment did not meet the 80% or better criterion.  Focus has changed from doing full academic lessons to lesson ideas to remove some of the burden and “busy work” present in the course.  I am taking an online teaching course for my doctorate program this summer and plan to use EDUC 323 for the focus of improvements in that course.  My intent is to integrate more Universal Design principles to allow for greater student access and understanding.  I am also creating introductory videos of me explaining module contents and addressing some of the more difficult aspects of the course.
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
