	1. Results Analysis:  Peer review responses still lag, along with self-evaluation performance/completion.
2. Action Plan:  Seek new tutorials for peer review system; Canvas difficulty leads to significant error.  Increase point value for self-evaluation.


	Outcome #6: Students will articulate their understanding of writing situations and writing concepts.
	Assessment Measure: Responses to discussion assignments, Self-Evaluation
Criterion for achievement: 70% of students completing measured assignments achieve at least 70% total points on measured assignments.
	Results: 86% of students attempting the measure achieved 70% or higher.
Criterion Met:  Yes
	1. Results Analysis:  Self-evaluation completion/successful performance is lower than I would like.
2. Action Plan:  Increase class instruction on self-evaluation, implement reflection activity on a more consistent basis, increase point value for self-evaluation.



Notes:  This year, I implemented a note check requirement, which requires students to submit their notes on recorded lectures.  As I hoped, this has improved the performance of students in the course and significantly reduced errors on assignments (not watching lectures was a consistent problem in prior semesters).  Problems with peer review completion remain, due, I believe in part, to the lack of specific and clear tutorials on how the peer review system works, which I can’t produce as an instructor due to lack of access.  I’ve asked Distance Learning for a more effective tutorial, but nothing has been produced by Canvas or in-house.  Another issue is the performance on self-evaluations, which I intend to address by increasing reflection activities earlier in the course as well as increasing the point value of the self-evaluation assignment.
