Notes: This term I implemented note checks, which require students to submit notes for the recorded lectures, as I hoped this would improve student outcomes (neglect of lectures has been an ongoing problem in the class).  Student performance improved in all outcome assessments with the exception of the writing workshops.  I suspect this is the result of two things: 1. The lack of an effective tutorial for using the peer review system in Canvas, which I cannot correct due to access issues and 2. The lack of an independent and obvious assignment for peer reviews (the assignment is built into the original submission, which makes it less obvious to students).  To address this, I plan to work with Distance Learning to develop more effective tutorials for the system and, in the class, creating an independent peer review assignment that makes the requirements obvious to students.
