	1. Results Analysis:  Overall, students did an effective job with this.

	Outcome #4: Students will demonstrate their ability to synthesize complex literary analyses using course texts, interpretive frameworks and the work of other critics.

	1. Results Analysis:  Students could use literary sources in their writing more effectively.
2. Action Plan:  Discuss the role of scholarship and criticism early in the course.



Notes:  Overall, students met the outcomes for this course, though their performance could use refinement.  Students seemed to struggle with effectively close reading graphic novels, particularly the art, and getting at the overall cultural and literary significance of the texts they were analyzing in some cases.  I believe this will require additional modeling of these skills, as well as explicit instruction in art analysis and understanding literary and cultural significance of texts.
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
