	Results: 72.7 percent of students who took the exams scored 70 percent or greater on the chronology questions.

	1. Results Analysis: I am satisfied with this result. The rate of success increased from 71.2 percent for this course in Fall 2022 to 72.7 percent for Fall 2023.

	Outcome #2: 

Recognize major events, themes, and issues of U.S. History to 1877.
	Assessment Measure:

Exams (total score)
Criterion for achievement: 67 percent of students taking the exam scoring 70 percent or greater on questions used to measure student performance on the outcome.
	Results: 88.6.5 percent of students who took the exams scored 70 percent or greater on the exams. 
Criterion Met:  Yes
	1. Results Analysis: I am satisfied with this result. Students showed significant improvement over last year’s results for this measure (64.5 percent of students in this class in Fall 2022 successfully achieved the benchmark of 70 percent or greater on the exams).  
2. Action Plan: Continue with current practices. In following up on my action plan from Fall 2022, I allowed multiple (2) attempts on low-impact open-book reading quizzes and placed great emphasis on reading and citing the textbook in discussions. The improved scores indicate that more students read the assigned material more carefully than in the past.
