	Results:

1. Criterion met: Yes. 94% of students (17/18) earned a 70% or higher on the Final Multiple Choice Questions. Average Score: 88%, Low Score: 56%, High Score: 100%

2. Criterion met: Yes. 100% of students (18/18) earned a 70% or higher on the Teaching Demonstration. Average Score: 86%, High Score: 95%, Low Score: 73%

3. Criterion met: Yes. 72% of students (13/18) earned a 70% or higher on the Film Review. Average Score: 79%, High Score: 95%, Low Score: 55%

4. Criterion met: Yes. 100% of students (16/16) earned a 70% or higher on the Final Exam Essay. Average Score: 86%, High Score: 98%, Low Score: 76%

	Action Plan:

These assignments provide a good measure for these General Education outcomes, and it is encouraging to see the high percentage of students meeting these objectives. 

I don’t see any reason to make major modifications to these assignments. The students who do not do well on them show a lack of effort, not of understanding.

	Results:

5. Criterion met: Yes. 94% of students (17/18) earned a 70% or higher on the Final Multiple Choice Questions. Average Score: 88%, Low Score: 56%, High Score: 100%

6. Criterion met: Yes. 81% of students (13/16) earned a 70% or higher on their last weekly Primary Source writing assignment. Average Score: 88%, High Score: 100%, Low Score: 50%. These statistics show dramatic growth compared with the start of the semester. In their first assignment of this kind only 64% of students (11/17) earned a 70% or higher. 

7. Criterion met: Yes. 100% of students (18/18) earned a 70% or higher on their Portfolio Grade. Average Score: 85%, High Score: 94%, Low Score: 78%

8. Criterion met: Yes. 100% of students (18/18) earned a 70% or higher on the UNESCO Lecture. Average Score: 86%, High Score: 95%, Low Score: 73%
	Action Plan:

These assignments provide a good measure for these course specific outcomes, and it is encouraging to see a high percentage of students meeting these objectives. The improvement in students’ ability to read and interpret primary sources is especially satisfying.
