	Outcome #1:

Demonstrate an ability to recognize the importance of creative human expression.

	Assessment Measure:

Weekly quizzes over the course of a semester. These quizzes frequently test students on key concepts such as informal fallacies, logical fallacies, or cognitive heuristics. Weekly quizzes are used in this course to ensure students are learning the information and content. Because of the nature of a critical thinking class and the large amount of terminology and vocabulary, weekly quizzes are essential for students to stay on top of the material.
While not a perfect measure of this. outcome, the examples students must identify frequently deal with the creative expression of others in society whether that be political leaders or peers.
Criterion for achievement:
Out of students who attempted and complete all quizzes during the semester, at least 70% of students should achieve a 70% grade on the cumulative total for all quizzes, which was 70 points total for 8 quizzes.
	Results:

Out of 8 total quizzes, there were 80 points possible, meaning students should achieve 56/80 to achieve 70% for their cumulative grade.
Out of 28 students who completed all the quizzes, 26 achieved at least a 70% grade on the quizzes, which is 93% of students.

	1. Results Analysis:

This result is good and does meet the criterion for achievement but within the 93% number, there is quite a range of how well students did on quizzes. I would like to see students achieve a higher grade overall grade on quizzes.
2. Action Plan:
One of the things about ‘Critical Thinking’ as a humanities general education course is that it is more difficult to assess using the humanities objectives given the large amount of vocabulary and concepts one must learn and frankly, memorize. Nonetheless, given that it is a philosophy course, going forward, I will need to construct quiz questions differently to better assess this specific objective so that students are achieving the outcome. While I think it is necessary to retain weekly quizzes given the nature of a critical thinking course, I could possibly add additional assignments to better evaluate creative human expression.

	Outcome #2: 
Demonstrate an ability to recognize and respect the rights of the individual and to appreciate the complexity and variety of divergent attitudes, values, and beliefs in society.

	Assessment Measure:

Mid-term: Exams test students almost exclusively on their ability to identify examples of key concepts from the course. While not a perfect measure of this outcome, the examples students must identify frequently deal with attitudes and values that others hold in society.
Criterion for achievement:

Out of total students who attempted and completed the mid-term, at least an 80% should be achieved by 80% of students.
	Results:

To achieve the desired result, students needed to receive at least 34 out of 43 points possible on the mid-term, which is 80% 
Out of 28 students who completed the exam
22/28 achieved an 80%.

	1. Results Analysis:

I set the bar higher for the exam to an 80% benchmark. I am  thus satisfied with the result given the cumulative nature of the exam and the fact that so many students seem be to be learning the material.
