Health Sciences and Human Services Department Report

Faculty Senate – August 24, 2007

I.  Associate Degree Nursing Program (Marilee Kuhl)
A.  Marilee serving as Director this year and also looking at curriculum revision activities.  Curriculum has not been systematically revised for over 10 years.  

B.  Three new full-time faculty:  Sharon Sutherland and Amber Donnelli are filling tenured track positions.  Tami Gaily is filling 3 year hospital funded position.

C.  Student enrollment:

First year:  15 students

Second year: 14 students

D. Advising newly accepted and prospective students regarding reading level deficiencies and urging them to enroll in READ 135.  

E. Beginning to look at delivering ADN Program to Pahrump.  Factors to consider:

a. Student advisement occurring – students assume that clinical will be in Pahrump

b. September 18th and 19th, Marilee and Margaret to do Pahrump site visit to talk with key clinical facilities to determine their ability to support clinical rotation experiences. 
c. Manner in which theory content to be delivered will need to be addressed.  IAV versus LiveNet versus physical presence of satellite nursing faculty versus combination of all of these.
II. Baccalaureate Degree Nursing Program (Margaret Puccinelli) 

A. 6 BSN students were accepted into program this fall.

B. Total # of students = 17

C. 3 scheduled to graduate in December

D. Orientation:  August 23rd from 9-12:30 

E. First alumni survey sent out two weeks ago.

III. Certified Nursing Assistant Program (Jo Dean)
A. Jo visited Pahrump the week of August 13th.

B. Upcoming CNA courses:  
a. August 25th through December 14th
b. August 28th through November 15th
c. Train the Trainer:  September 6th and 7th
IV. EMS Program (Karen Mowrey)
A In the process of developing WebCampus enhanced (hybrid) EMT Intermediate program in accordance with the National Standard Curriculum.  This is a five credit class and will be given in the Spring Semester of 2008.  
B.  EMT refresher course for EMT (Basic and Intermediate). Testing and assignments will be done on line with lab sessions to complete the practical requirements.  The National Standard Curriculum requires 24 hours of refresher training every 2 years or 30 hours of continuing education for recertification.  
C.  The Department will be offering American Heart Association courses on CPR and First Aid for adults and pediatrics on a request basis for groups that require certification for the fall.  CPR and First Aid will be given at least once a semester beginning Spring Semester 2008.  Both Karen and Amber Donnelli are American Heart Association certified BLS Instructors. 
V.  Radiology Technologist Program (Mary Doucette)
A.  Cherie Jaques is new instructor.  Will be looking at developing an Ultrasound certificate program for tentative start of Fall of 2009.  
2.  Current enrollment = 23 students (12 first year and 11 second year).

4.  First year orientation:  August 23rd at 3pm 

5.  Having a “meet and greet” radiology BBQ Thursday evening after radiology orientation for 1st and 2nd year students.
6.  First clinical rotation overall went well; some new program issues were ironed out.  
7.  Visited Pahrump the week of August 13th to see about expanding the program to include this area.  3 possible clinic sites were toured as well as college.  Spoke with a possible adjunct instructor.  Was very positive visit.    

VI. Human Services Program (Mary Ray)
A.  HS Program was approved by the Regents last week (congratulations Mary!!!).  
B.  Visited Pahrump the week of August 13th.

B.  Enrollment is currently low, so focus will be on recruitment
C.  There is much interest in substance abuse counselor training program - enrollments are over 20 for this course
D. New HS courses to be offered beginning January: Ethics in Human Services and Human Services Practicum I

VII. Veteran’s Telehealth Clinic (Jill Connelly)
A. Client base

a. To date, clinic RN has seen 120 patients and averages 30-50 direct/indirect contacts/week

B. Starting the 2-3 week of school, ADN student nurse rotations through the VA clinic will be on Tuesdays/Thursdays.  
C. Nurse Practitioner from VA Salt Lake will begin bi-monthly primary care every other Wednesday.

D. Awaiting hook-up of the Vandenberg equipment which will not only improve the quality of current telehealth communications between clients & practitioner, but will offer unique classroom potential as well.  For example, it could be used to deliver real time classes offered at the SLC VA to clients with hypertension, diabetes and cardiac problems but would also afford opportunity for students to see how this learning environment supplements more traditional healthcare and health maintenance.
