e Digital Information Technology - BAS Program: Program emphasis reduced to 9 credits.

CIT 303, 30T 490, and IS 301. Increase program electives from 3 to 18 credits. Students can
select from the new CSCO 480, 482, 484 in addition to CIT 361, 480, GIS 320, GRC 365, 383.

e Industrial Millwright Technology — AAS Program: Removed Gen Ed Human Relations 3 credits.
Human Relations component is now embedded into IT 106. Program credits were adjusted to
reflect removal of Gen Ed Human Relations; the addition of IT 102- 2 credits (new course), IT 103
reduced by 1 credit, IT 106 increased by 1 credit, IT 208 increased by 1 credit, TA 100 reduced by
1 credit. Certificate Program reflects the same changes except Gen Ed Human Relations 1 credit.

e Industrial Millwright course perquisites changed to incorporate IT 102.

e INT 100 — GBC Orientation will removed as a degree and graduation requirement beginning with
the 2019-20 course catalog. This NSHE directive was made by Vice Chancellor Crystal Abba.

e Bachelor of Science Nursing will add 8-week course outline to the program on the catalog page.
