d) Budget Update and Presentation from Vice President Sibert: Vice President Sibert presented a budget overview and summary of the fiscal year and where we are at going into the 2020-2021 Legislative session. The presentation was included in the meeting packet. Vice President Sibert clarified wording in a message that she had sent out over the summer regarding the operating reductions, specifically the additional provisions that had been suspended. The only provisions that have been suspended are the online multipliers for FY21, to assist with the budget reductions. 

Vice President Sibert was asked to clarify furlough days. Furlough days are only in effect for the second half of the current fiscal year and end June 30, 2021. There are no exceptions to the furloughs, all employees will be taking furlough days regardless of funding source.
